LOCAL CURRENCY: New Zealand's unit of currency is

the dollar (NZ$). All major credit cards can be used in

New Zealand, with Visa and MasterCard accepted most

widely.

HEALTH: No inoculations are required. We strongly

advise you to arrange your own health insurance. New

Zealand's public and private medical/hospital facilities

provide a high standard of treatment and service, but

it is important to note these services are not free to

visitors, except as a result of an accident.

SECURITY: Visitors are advised to take the same care

with your personal safety and your possessions as you

would do at home. Take copies of your important

documents (like your passport and credit cards) and

keep them separate from the originals. You should also

keep a record of the description and serial number of

valuable items (like cameras, tablets and smart

phones). And remember, in an emergency dial 111.

ACCOMMODATION: All accommodation is mainly 4 star

on a bed and breakfast basis. Some 4* motels may be

included and all are of a high standard.

FLIGHTS: International Flights are operated by

Emirates but we reserve the right to change carrier.

BAGGAGE ALLOWANCE: One suitcase check in (up to

23kg) and two pieces of hand luggage per person (1

• For at least 3 months beyond the date you intend to

depart NZ, or

• For one month beyond the date you intend to depart

NZ, if the issuing government has consular

representation in New Zealand that is able to issue

and renew travel documents (you should check with

your issuing authority before travelling).

VISAS: Visas are NOT required for travel to New Zealand

from Ireland, UK and the EU.

TOUR MERCHANDISE: Official merchandise will be

provided and details will be announced shortly.

CANCELLATION CHARGES: Should you wish to cancel

your booking, we will require notification in writing.

Cancellation charges will be levied in accordance with

the scale set out in our full set of terms and conditions.

MATCH CANCELLATION: RTI cannot be responsible for

refunds of money due to cancellation of matches as a

result of inclement weather, outbreak of disease,

terrorism or events beyond our control.
